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Description 
The AMSA National Charity Drive, a new initiative in 2007, was developed to formally recognise the 
efforts of those medical student societies who undertake fundraising initiatives for charitable 
organisations 
 
Eligibility 
Any Australian medical student society is able to participate 
 
Entry Conditions 
A medical student society may elect to nominate more than one charity initiative in the same year 
 
While the same event cannot be entered multiple times in one year, repeat or on-going events may be re-
entered each year. 
 
Entry is not mandatory. The National Charity Drive intends to encourage, but not compel, medical 
societies to engage in community activities. 
 
Process 

 
The AMSA National Charity Drive will run July to July. Medical societies may hold a charity/fundraising 
event at any time.  
 
After completion of the event, AMSA Representatives are encouraged to email the AMSA National 
Coordinator (NC) the following details about the event:  
 

 Medical Student Society responsible for the charity initiative 

 Charity organisation for whom the initiative is raising funds  

 Emblem of the charity organisation (if possible) 

 Description of the charity initiative 

 Amount of funds raised 
 
The AMSA NC will arrange for the event details to be published electronically at www.amsa.org.au. The 
web-site will display, alongside the Medical Society insignia, the charity’s emblem. The total amount 
raised will be included in the Australia-wide cumulative tally. 
 
 
AMSA Community Cup 
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The AMSA Community Cup will be awarded to the medical society deemed by AMSA Council to have 
conducted the most innovative and successful charity event in the previous 12 months. (See AMSA 
Rules and Regulations for more information.) 
 
Prior to July Council, the AMSA Community Liaison Officer(s) will short-list five of the most 
innovative and successful fundraising events, based on the following criteria: 

- Originality 

- Total contribution, financial or otherwise 

- Community response 

- Student involvement 
 

At July Council, AMSA Representatives will then have the opportunity to vote for the event they think 
is most deserving of the AMSA Community Cup – based on the same criteria.  
 
The winner will be announced at July Council and presented with the Cup at the AMSA Convention. 
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
