Fee-HELP (costs and surcharges)

The Australian Government offers a student -loan for DUFF
students in the form of Fee -HELP. This scheme has a cap of
$100,000 for medical students, which was increased from $50,000
in February 2006 to $80,000, and then to its current limit in May of
the same year. The Fee-HELP loan is subject to an automatic 20
per cent fee and the total amount then indexed annually at CPI.

AMSA is supportive of an effective Fee-HELP scheme- that offers
meaningful governmental support to full -fee paying students.
However it takes issue with excessive government fees and
charges associated with the service....
